According to research by
groups like The Carnegie
Corporation, the Search Institute,
universities and child development experts,
there is a growing youth population who
show internalized problem behaviors such
as low achievement, lack of direction and
hopelessness. These youth come from all
income levels and are in small towns and
suburbs as well as big cities.

The discovery has been made that may seem simple and
obvious, Children have basic needs beyond food and shelter
that need to be met for them to grow up in a positive way.
Human development research has found that there are three
basic categories of developmental needs for young people:

= relationships with caring adults;

= safe places to be; and

= opportunities to grow as individuals and
community members

The Search Institute in Minneapolis broke down the above
three identified categories into 40 developmental assets
that enable youth to develop to their full potential. This is
exactly how YMCA programs are designed, implemented
and evaluated.

The YMCA strives to never turn anyone away due to an
inability to pay.
